Ways to help your child improve their
English at home:

One of the biggest challenges today can be a
lack of suitable environments to practice and
develop an individual's English skills. A lack of
lE.nglish ig{: evfryday life can se::liauslly limit
anguage development. Language learning is a
dehgcuaatc skill. Sometimes we can learn quite
quickly, whereas other times progress can seem
quite slow or even non-existent. Here is how
you can help.

Make sure that your child reviews
every day.

Students should take a few minutes to review
what they have learned in class every day to
make sure they can remember the new content.
As little as ten minutes 15 enough to improve
long term attainment.

Show interest in the English classes:

This can be done simply by having your child
‘teach’ you what they’ve learned in school that
day. Ask them about the meaning of the new

words or a question about what they've learned
in class!

Encourage your child to be responsible
and work independently.

When student get an assignment to complete at
home, let them complete it by themselves first
and if they really cannot complete it, only then
offer them some assistance. You might just be
